3. Baisley Duplexes Town Loop - Site Plan

The developer has proposed constructing three duplexes along Town Loop. The first 

duplex will be 1,980 square feet, while the second and third duplexes will each be 

1,680 square feet. This project will introduce six new housing units. Each duplex will 

have its own water meter. An existing fire hydrant is located across Town Loop from 

the development site.

East. The proposed facility is approximately 11,000 square feet and includes plans 

for a new driveway connection to Miller Avenue, as well as, necessary water and 

sewer utility connections.
